2. Operator handled calls to Directory Assistance Service

a. When the customer places a call to Directory Assistance Service via another Company
operator the Directory Assistance Service Charge applies but the Assisted Call Charges
specified in the Directory Assistance Provider's Tariff M.P.S.C. No. 3 does not apply.
The allowance specified in Section B does not apply.

b. When the customer requests that the Directory Assistance Service charged be billed to
a Third Party or Credit (Calling) Card, the Assisted Call Charge for Station calls specified
in the Directory Assistance Provider's Tariff M.P.S.C. No. 3 also applies. The allowance
specified in Section B preceding does not apply.
